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In August 2010, Yorkshire Artspace expanded its workspace provision with 4 brand new artists' studios in the Manor neighbourhood of Sheffield, approximately 2 miles from Sheffield City Centre. We have been working closely with our partner organisation Green Estate to develop these purpose built, eco-designed units which are especially suitable for crafts people. With grants from Arts Council England, Yorkshire and Foyle Foundation we have set up a tailored Starter Studio Programme for Ceramicists.   

Starter Studio holders have previously benefited from our Residency Programme (selected intermittently), including Frances Priest, Edith Garcia and Emilie Taylor, who started her residency project in 2013 with funding by Chatsworth, Green Estate and Yorkshire Artspace. You can follow their blogs in the Residency Journal of our website.
If you work with clay and you are looking to further your skills and professional development, this may well be the opportunity you are looking for. You will be part of a small and thriving community of craft practitioners located at Manor Oaks Studios, approximately 2 miles from Sheffield City Centre and located on the site of a 16th Century deer park and the historic Tudor residence of Bess of Hardwick and her captive, Mary Queen of Scotts.
